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Susie Roos’ Cookbook Supports the Youth of Onagawacho

Susie Roos, wife of U.S. Ambassador John V. Roos, today announced that the entire proceeds of over 1.6
million yen from sales of her charity recipe book, “A Melting Pot of America and Japan,” will be donated
to disaster-stricken Onagawacho in Miyagi Prefecture. The funds will be used to send middle and high
school students from Onagawacho on the “Rainbow for Japan Kids” Program sponsored by the Japan
America Society of Hawaii.

This 10-day program will be held in various locations within Hawaii, during which participants will focus
on team-building activities and cultural diversity. The group of children from Onagawacho will join other
youth from the Tohoku region who are also participating in this TOMODACHI sponsored program.

The recipe book was developed using many of the vegetables and herbs grown in the garden at the
Ambassador’s Residence in Tokyo. Many of the recipes were developed by Chef Ema Koeda, the U.S.
Agricultural Trade Office’s Chef Consultant, and spokesperson for the U.S. Agricultural Trade Office’s V5
campaign to increase vegetable consumption in Japan.

The Ambassador and Susie visited Onagawacho in July of 2011 to participate in the U.S. Agricultural
Trade Office’s V5 relief efforts to provide fresh fruits and vegetables to an evacuation shelter there.
Inspired by the unflagging spirit of the people of Onagawacho, Susie created the recipe book with the
aim of raising funds to support the youth of Onagawacho and inspire them to be part of the
TOMODACHI generation.
